The Spring Valley Police Department consistently seeks ways to reduce crime
and continue to make Spring Valley a safer place to live, work and raise a family.
Currently, the Police Department 1s in the process of applying for $20,117 in
federal funding through the Justice Assistance Grant (JAG). If the Village 1s
awarded the funding. monies received will be used to enhance our "Safe Streets
Program" and our "Youth and Police Initiative Program".

In our Safe Streets Program, the Police Department uses crime mapping and
statistical analysis of incidents to deploy more officers in specific areas of the
Village that suffer from pattern crimes or quality of life issues. Depending on the
type of activity or crime identified, uniformed and plain clothes officers
concentrate resources to help eradicate the problem.

In an exciting, dynamic crime prevention effort, the SVPD has partnered with the
Rockland County District Attorneys Office on a program called Youth and
Police Initiative (YPI). In this program, youth from Spring Valley meet with
Spring Valley Police Officers and Assistant District Attorneys for a total of six
days at the Martin Luther King Multi Purpose Center. During this unique time,
facilitated discussions, team building exercises and role playing scenarios take
place in an effort to build long term. positive relationships between law
enforcement and the community. Each session ends with a big celebration where
officers and youths share what they have learned from each other. So far, 60
youths from the area, have taken part in this successful program. Interested
Village residents, between the ages of 10 & 17 can contact Officers Rony Charles
or Kim Gray at the Spring Valley Police Department (356-7400) or Sr. Assistant
District Attorney Kristen Conklin at 638-5001.
